SPECIFICATIONS FOR COMPONENTS
Motherboards

1) Compatible with Fermi Linux. 

2) Ability to not share interrupts.  For example the Ethernet and video and SCSI must use different interrupts.  

3) Minimum of 

a) 2 9-pin serial ports

b) 1 parallel port

c) 2 EIDE buses.

4) Motherboard must have ability to run the “Intel” CPU’s specified in the configuration section.

5) SCSI on the motherboard is specked based on configuration section and SCSI specs section.
